2.After successfully connecting with the outdoor sensor, the weather station can display both the
outdoor temperature/humidity and the outdoor temperature/humidity trend.

3.The following indications may appear on the screen:

. . Temperature / humidity tends to rise.

. . Temperature / humidity tends to decrease.

BACKLIGHT

1.When the weather station is powered by the power supply, press the ":% " button to adjust the
backlight brightness.

2.When the backlight dims, press the " /22 " key once to switch to the brightest backlight for 15
seconds.

3.When the weather station is powered by batteries, press the " /2 " button to turn on the
backlight for 15 seconds.
